LIABILITY SHOW RELEASE(s): Please sign liability release waiver(s) on RingRadar.com at the time of registration. 
Please note there are 2(two) waivers, 1. East Texas Hunter Jumper Club Waiver and 2. Longhorn Arena and Event 
Center waiver. Registration is not complete until liability waiver(s) are signed. Trainers cannot sign for competitors. 

 
COGGINS REQUIREMENTS: Texas law requires each show facility to obtain a current Coggins report for each horse 
admitted to the show grounds. Please upload Coggins documents to RingRadar.com or bring to the show desk. Providing 
only the Coggins number and date is not sufficient. We must verify that the Coggins is current and retain accurate 
records for the safety of all participants. Any horse arriving on Longhorn Arena and Event Center property without a 
current Coggins will not be allowed on the property. 
 
WARNING:  Under Texas law (Chapter 87, civil practice & remedies), an equine professional is not liable for an injury 
to or the death of a participant in equine activities resulting from the inherent risk of equine activities. 
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HORSE SHOW GENERAL INFORMATION 
1. Entry Fee - $30 per class, $25 early entry fee if received by Tuesday prior to the show. After Tuesday,  the regular 
entry fee of $30 will automatically be added by the RingRadar program per class. Competitors entered before Tuesday 
may add classes the day of the show at the early entry fee of $25.00.  

2. A $20 grounds fee and $40 show fee will be required for each horse/rider combination participating.  
If taking a stall ($40 fee), no grounds fee charge will apply. Shavings (Minimum of 2 bags) must be used. Outside 
shavings allowed, shavings may also be purchased for $8.25 at the LAEC. 

3. Show fees may be paid with a charge card online through RingRadar. Please bring credit card information, an open 
check or exact cash (we are not able to provide change) to the horse show office to be closed out at the end of your 
showing day.  

4. Show coats are not required. Chaps, paddock boots, and polo shirts are acceptable.  

5. Riders must wear protective hard hats at all times while mounted. All tack (nose bands, bits, martingales, etc.) must 
adhere to USEF rules. 

 
6. In the Hunter divisions, horse/rider combinations may not cross-enter into divisions with more than 6" height 
difference. There is no restriction in the Hunter divisions regarding horses with different riders cross-entering into 
divisions with more than 6" height difference. Jumpers are not included in this restriction. 

 
7. Dogs are allowed at the LAEC, however, they must be on a leash. Children are also allowed but must be supervised by 

an adult at all times. 😊 
 

8. Concessions: Pelons Taco’s. 
 

9. Classes will award to 8 Places. Classes with more than 14 entries in the first class will be split and two sets of ribbons 
will be awarded. 

 
10. A fee of $40 for schooling for anyone not riding in the show will apply. 
 
11. 3 refusals allowed for Hunters and/or Jumpers. Courtesy fence (must be lowered) allowed.  
 
12. Stallions are NOT permitted on show grounds. 
 
13. Management may combine classes, to be shown at competitors height preference, in classes with less than 3 entries. 
 
14.  Divisions must have at least 3 entries in all classes in order to award Division Grand Champion and Reserve 
Champions.  Warm Up Classes do not count towards Division Championships. 
 
15. Schooling for Hunters and Jumpers allowed until 30 min. prior to Hunter or Jumper show start time.  Schooling for 
Hunter Poles/Jumper Cross rails for 15 min immediately following, allowing 15 min for dragging prior to show start time. 
  
16. STALLS AVAILABLE: Stalls will be $40 per night per stall. Please bring your own water buckets, hay and feed. Please 
clean stalls after use, otherwise a $40 cleaning fee will be charged. 
 
17. Management reserves the right to change, cancel, or combine classes, alter courses, and do all things necessary to 
compensate for excessive or inadequate entries. 
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HUNTERS 8:00 A.M. Note:  Warm Up classes do not count towards Division Championships.
